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Day 1: 22" June, Oslo i Nairobi

Departure from Oslo Lufthavn Gardermoen at 06:40 in the morning. Check-in is 2
hours before departure! Your tour leader Cecilie will meet you at the airport. First you
will fly to Amsterdam where you will switch to a plane to Nairobi. Please pay attention
to the gate and terminal number.

You will arrive in Nairobi (Jomo Kenyatta International Airport) at 22:10 in the
evening. It is a good idea to print out the visa application paper before you leave.
This way you can fill it out along with a blue form you will be given on the plane and
save time at the airport. When you arrive you will go to the luggage hall, and on the
way you will buy the visa. Just follow airport instructions. The visa costs 50 dollars.
After that, proceed and get your luggage. Daniel will meet you at the arrival gate
before transporting you to your Guesthouse where The Conquerors will welcome
you! As the arrival will be late in the evening, we will just have a quick briefing before
going to bed.

Day 2: 23" June, Nairobi i Kitui

After breakfast we will drive through Nairobi city centre down to Kitui town, via

Wamunyu town. Wamunyu town is famous for its carving historic background and we

will stop on the way back fTheearvingindustryiin t o buy
Kenya started in this town back in 1910. At the time when the hunting activities were

booming and tourism started, the carving business grew.

In Kitui you will stay in the brand new Flamingo Guesthouse or Kitui cottage. Here
you will experience proper African lifestyle, started off with lunch in Kitui cottage.
During lunch the Conquerors will have an introduction and orientation for the guests,
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and there will be time for questions from both sides. After lunch local guides will take
us sightseeing by foot. After a short rest at your guesthouse, dinner will be at one of
the best restaurants in Kitui town: Bavaria, and The Conquerors will entertain the
guests.

Day 3: 24" June, Kitu

This is a full day in Kitui, visiting and meeting locals. The day starts off with fetching
water in the river, using donkeys to carry the water back. After this we will have a

stroll around Kitui town accompanied by the members of The Conquerors. This is
very safe, but as anywhere in Kenya, it

Cultural Centre before a barbeque dinner and a bonfire with songs and entertainment
by The Conquerors at Flamingo lodge.

Day 4: 25" June, Kitui i Nanyuki

This will be a transport and relaxation day. We will start very early (departure time;

6am), so prepare the luggage the day before. In the morning we check out of our
accommodation after breakfast and go to Nanyuki via Thika town, a drive that will

take almost four hours. On arrival at Nanyuki town you will checkinatSpor t smanoés
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Arm Hotel. There will be lunch in your hotel followed by afternoon leisure. If you
would like to go horseback riding this can be arranged.

The Conquerors will perform before dinner.

Day 5: 26™ June, Nanyuki

In the morning your driver will pick you up and take you to the starting point of our
nature walk which takes us from Mt. Kenya national park gate to Old Moses camp
(3300 m.o.h). The guide of the nature walk will explain about the place in details,
especially the events during independence struggle time that dates back in
December 1963. Your walk ends by returning back to the same spot where your walk
started. The driver will then take you back to your lodge in good time for lunch
followed by afternoon leisure. In the evening The Conquerors will have an information
meeting about all the wonderful work they do with orphans and street boys here in
Kenya.

Day 6: 27" June, Nanyuki i Lake Nakuru

After an early breakfast we depart for Nakuru at 7:00. It will be a six hours drive
through small villages, farmland and the Rift Valley. Nakuru is the fourth largest city
of Kenya and is situated 1850 m above the sea level. During the drive the
Conquerors have organised some fun and games.
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After check-in at the hotel we drive to the main gate of Lake Nakuru National Park.
Lake Nakuru is a salt-water lake and the home of thousands of pink flamingos! You
may also see lion, zebra, wildebeest, giraffe, white rhino and more than 40 species of
birds. You will have a picnic lunch in the park.

Day 7: 28" June, Nakuru i Maasai Mara

This day will be a long drive day! We will leave early in the morning and the drive will
take us through small villages and a lot of beautiful nature. Side by side you will be
seeing small scale farmers in this very densely populated Kisii district. We will have
late lunch in Narok. Please bring some fruits and snacks on board.

After lunch we will go up to Enkolong Tented Camp in the Maasai Mara Game
Reserve. Two hours drive on a bad road. The Maasai Mara Game Reserve has the
largest conservation of animals in Kenya and is in the northern part of the Tanzanian
Serengeti National Park. We will have a short afternoon game-drive and we will have
two nights in this tented camp in the wilderness.

The camp has permanent tents with real beds, water toilets and shower. Through the
night you may hear the sounds of the wild animals, which are close to the camp.
However they never become uninvited guests.

Today will be a full day game-drive in The Maasai Mara Game Reserve! You will

Day 9: 30" June, Maasai Mara- Nairobi

Morning breakfast in the camp, followed by check out at 07:00. With our lunch boxes
ready, we leave Masai Mara en route back to Nairobi. We will proceed directly to the
Kawangware slum where The Conquerors will be guides and take you around in the
slum and tell about their work with orphans and street boys. The slum tours/charity
tours are organised with educational aspect in mind to see how very poor people live.
None of us can solve the world’s problem on our own, but to get insight to how
millions of people live is a valuable experience.

You will have a chance to visit the places where the street boys live, while
accompanied by the Conquerors. Before a goodbye presentation we will have a 1
hour Kids fun day with the children. At 15:30 The Conquerors will perform a goodbye
concert. After this we will return for Scripture Mission with the possibility of a shower
and some time to relax before we head to the famous Carnivore restaurant. There
you will be served all kinds of meat, including crocodile, snake or antelope.

In the afternoon we will go back to Scripture Mission for final packing and
preparations for the return back home.

Before leaving, dinner will be at The Rangers restaurant in the Nairobi National Park.

After dinner you will be transported to the airport for your flight back home which
departs at 23:25.
